Details

Many organizations – those in the media and beyond – engage consumers through blogs. As an editor, you will be expected to oversee the blog from creation to implementation. This means you will select a blog topic that interests you and that will produce enough information for you to blog about twice a week in a professional-looking blog.

Requirements

· Two posts each week – they cannot be made within 24 hours of each other. Four sentences per post.

· Weeks start at the end of class Monday and end the following week at the start of class.
· Analyze/evaluate other information about your topic in your blog – don’t just reiterate it.
· Exercise good news judgment in selecting items for analysis in each post.
· Current information is less than two weeks old. Don’t link to anything older than that, or focus your post on it.
· Use correct grammar, punctuation, and AP Style.

Questions to consider

· What is being said about your topic on other blogs and Web sites?

· Do you agree or disagree?

· What else can you contribute to the discussion?

· Is whatever’s being said by other sources newsworthy?

· If not, discuss why.

· Is it accurate? Trustworthy?

· How can whatever issues/problems being discussed by others be made better?

· What are some possible solutions?

· What information have you not been able to find on this topic?

· How can you help others find it?






Weekly checklist





Two posts each week





Four complete sentences per post





Each post analyzes/evaluates a current topic related to your blog





Each post links to another blog or Web site with info about your post





Each post must use proper grammar





Each post must use proper punctuation





Each post must use proper AP Style
